UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Highway Commissioner Peach stated that they sold the 1998 International Dump truck to Lenzburg Township for $18,000 and they picked it up a week ago, it was declared surplus equipment last April. Since we sold the truck to another government entity we did not have to advertise.  
Highway Commissioners met in Centreville on November 19th for the quarterly meeting for the elected officials.

NEW BUSINESS
Highway Commissioner Peach he had a meeting with the City on the sewer project on Behrens and Carson and they are ready to go out for bids now but the City decided to get pre-annexation from the home owners before they go out for bids. Discussion followed.
Certification of 2009 Tax Levy Collectable in 2010 for the Road District-

Highway Commissioner Peach stated that the difference from last year has increased a total amount of $25,290, increase due to prices and fuel and mandates on signs. By 2012 reference signs will need to be updated to 6” letters and we have to pay for that ourselves and get no money back. The Levy percentage is 4.90 same as last year. Supervisor Gary Ahle made a motion that they have seen and it has been discussed and Trustee Kenneth Joseph seconded the motion.
