PLANNING REPORT
Joseph Hubbard reported on the following hearing for owner Judith Atkinson and applicant Steve Atkinson:

To consider a request for a Special Use Permit to allow a Farm Residence (Secondary) on 2-acres in an “A” Agricultural Industry Zone District and an Area/Bulk Variance to allow 50 ft. of frontage instead of the 200 ft. required in an “A” Agricultural Industry Zone District, on the following described property: Pt of Lot 3 located in the NE 1/ 4 of Section 6, T. 2 N., R. 7 W., of the 3rd P.M. St. Clair County, Illinois containing 4.0 acres more or less.

The O’Fallon Township Planning Commission recommends the O’Fallon Township Board does not object to the Special Use Permit and to the split 50 ft. Variance, but to stipulate the driveway be put on the south side of the property to the St. Clair County Zoning Board of Appeals.
