Loyet stated the last Senior Committee meeting was on April 24th where they planned for the upcoming dinner on May 10, 2007 and the Baseball game on August 11, 2007.  The next meeting will be on May 23, 2007.

YOUTH REPORT
Kenneth Joseph reported on the receipt of a letter from the OTHS Blizzard requesting funding as in the past.  Kenneth Joseph made a motion to approve $750.00 for the Blizzard and seconded by Gary Hursey.  Roll Call.  4 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried
The next Youth Committee meeting will be on Monday, May 21, 2007.

AFTER PROM REPORT
Gary Hursey reported the After-Prom event is having a difficult time recruiting volunteers to commit to helping at St. Clair Bowl the night of the event.  There are currently only 12 volunteers, including the Hursey Family.  Since donations are not what they have been in the past they have had to cut back on some of the expenditures without jeopardizing the enjoyment the kids have at it.  Anyone interested in volunteering can show up at St. Clair Bowl around 11:30 p.m. the night of the event (Saturday, May 5, 2007).
PLANNING REPORT
Glenn Loyet reported on the last Planning Committee hearing in the absence of Joseph Hubbard.  On Tuesday, April 24, 2007 the Planning Committee met to consider the following request:
To consider a request for a Special Use Permit for a Planned (Single-Family) Development to allow a 10-Lot Subdivision in an “A” Agricultural Industry Zone District, on the following property: The Northwest fractional quarter of Section 5 in T. 2 N., R. 7 W., of the 3rd P.M., St. Clair County, Illinois containing 130.62 acres more or less.  Said request was made by County Line Investment Group, 7706 County Line Road, Collinsville, Illinois.  
The Planning Committee reported to the Township Board they were unable to make a recommendation due to a tie in the vote.  
Glenn Loyet stated he was in favor of allowing the development of 10 houses on 130 acres.  Only 3 of the lots do not have the 200 ft front but the rest do.  He stated he had spoke with the adjacent property owners and they were in favor of the development.
Bill Woods, Chairman of the Planning Committee, stated the following:  this case was different than any other in previous years.  Since the hearing he went to the County to discuss the matter with Mike Mitchell and they reviewed the information the developer had filed with the County.  Woods stated if the Planning Committee had the information the County had he would have voted in favor of the development but with limited information available the night of the hearing he denied the request.  A brief discussion followed.
Glenn Loyet made a motion to send a letter of approval to the County in favor of the development and seconded by Gary Hursey.  Roll Call.  4 ayes 0 nays. Motion Carried.

TRUSTEES REPORT

Glenn Loyet questioned why the Highway Commissioner had not done his Annual Report of Road District Funds which was due April 9th.  Gary Ahle stated this report had been completed and was presented at the Annual Town Meeting as required by statutes.
SUPERVISORS REPORT
Gary Ahle stated we have received another TOIRMA dividend check in the amount of $2,694 to be split between the Town Fund and Road & Bridge Fund.
We recently received a Memorandum from TOI regarding their opposition of Senate Bill 1296.  Information regarding this is available for further inspection.

The O’Fallon Boosters Club has requested a donation to be a sponsor for their annual parade.  Gary Hursey made a motion to approve a $100 donation for this event and seconded by Glenn Loyet.  Roll Call.  4 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.
The O’Fallon Chamber of Commerce Board has hired Deborah Arell-Martinez as the new Executive Director effective April 24th.

United Healthcare has a renewal rate less than the National Average of 16% and with the changes within the group the rate will decrease.  Kenneth Joseph made a motion to approve the renewal of the United Healthcare plan and seconded by Gary Hursey.  Roll Call.  4 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

The YMCA of Southern Illinois has requested a donation in support of their annual Partner with Youth Campaign.  Gary Hursey made a motion to approve $250 to the YMCA and seconded by Gary Ahle.  Roll Call.  4 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

Gary Ahle stated he may not be able to attend the next meeting with the budget hearing beginning at 6:45 p.m.  If anyone has any questions regarding the budgets they should contact the office.  Gary Hursey stated he will also be unable to attend the same meeting due to being out of town but he would be available for a teleconference during the meeting if needed.
