APPROVAL OF SUPERVISORS MINUTES & BUDGET HEARING MINUTES
Joseph Hubbard made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous Supervisor’s Meeting and Town Fund & General Assistance Fund Budget Hearing and seconded by Gary Hursey.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

SENIOR REPORT

Glenn Loyet reported the last meeting was on May 23rd where the July 12th dinner was planned.  The Committee sponsored Cardinal Baseball game will be on August 11th.  Loyet also stated there are several seniors wanting to be on the Committee but currently all spots are taken.
YOUTH REPORT
Kenneth Joseph reported the Fishing Derby on June 2, 2007 held at the Sportsmen’s Lake was a success.  There were over 60 kids in attendance.  The largest fish was a 13 inch bass and the smallest was a 4 ½ inch blue gill.  Joseph Hubbard stated he attended the Fishing Derby and it was very well organized.  A Thank You will be sent to the Sportsmen’s Lake members.
Joseph made a motion to approve up to $550 for the YP-Swim & Dance to be held on July 15, 2007 from 6 pm – 8 pm at the O’Fallon Swimming Pool and seconded by Glenn Loyet.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.
The Youth Committee is in need of adult members and 9th grade students to fill the 4 openings for the 2007-2008 school year.

The next Youth Committee meeting will be on Monday, June 11, 2007.

AFTER PROM REPORT
Gary Hursey reported there were approximately 400 students in attendance at the After Prom Party.  There was a slight issue with not enough adults being present.  Hursey suggested next year possibly getting all governmental units which feed into the High School District No. 203 to get involved with the event and provide financial support.  They will all be contacted over the next several months.  A brief discussion followed.
PLANNING REPORT

TRUSTEES REPORT

Kenneth Joseph asked if it was necessary to contact the Trustees for approval when a resident wants to use the Township Hall for a luncheon following a funeral of an O’Fallon Township resident.  Ahle stated it is not required but more of a courtesy to inform the Trustees of the use of the hall.
SUPERVISORS REPORT
Supervisor Gary Ahle stated the Township Attorney (Alex Libell) is working on a lease agreement between the Township and the Food Pantry.  Once completed, a copy will be given to each Trustee for inspection prior to signing it.
Ordinance No. 07-03 for the Prevailing Wage Rate was presented.  Gary Hursey made a motion to adopt the Ordinance as required by law and seconded by Glenn Loyet.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

The auditors, Allison, Knapp & Siekmann, Ltd, contacted the office in regards to the Auditing Standards Board (ASB) issuing the Statement on Auditing Standards (SAS) No. 112.  This statement is making management responsible for the things they should have been doing all along and taking the auditor out of the internal controls process.  The Auditor will not longer be able to perform any function of what should be the management’s responsibility because of a risk of the Auditors becoming part of the internal controls process.  The Auditors (Henry Siekmann and Julie) met with Supervisor Ahle, Highway Commissioner Peach and Debbie Allsup to discuss how this applies to our audit.  It was decided to have Debbie Allsup prepare all financial statements and all other information required to be in the audit.
Gary Ahle made a motion to approve the following pay raises for employees:  the 3 office girls $1.50 per hour, custodian and monitors 25¢ per hour and seconded by Kenneth Joseph.  Roll Call.  5ayes 0 nays. Motion Carried.  The raise for the Rotary van drivers was tabled until Ahle is able to speak with the City amount an amount since they reimburse the Township for the afternoon driver’s salary.

Glenn Loyet made a motion to approve the financial packets for April and seconded by Joseph Hubbard.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Supervisor Ahle stated the Township Town Fund and General Assistance Budgets have been filed with the County.
NEW BUSINESS
A request for a donation was received in the office from the O’Fallon – Fairview Heights Moose Lodge #2608 for a benefit they are hosting for a member suffering from cancer.  Ahle stated this should be tabled due to problems with others requesting funding from the Township.
Representative Ron Stephens office will be hosting a Senior Fair at the Township Office tomorrow from 10 a.m. till noon.  They are expecting approximately 16 vendors to be present to give information on their services for seniors.

A Thank You card was received from the Silver Belles for having them perform at the last Senior Committee dinner for the entertainment.
A Thank You was also received from the Victory Junction Gang and the Family of Mary Ann Turner for the memorial made in honor of Ms. Turner.

Another Thank You was received from the Holzback Family for the memorial of the Highway Commissioner’s step-son.

Information is available in the office for ‘Visiting Angels’ Living Assistance Services.  They provide services for people who are unable to due it on their own, such as light housekeeping, meal preparation, assistance in hygiene and to run errands.
