Supervisor Ahle stated that we received a letter from the Congress of the United States House of Representatives Jerry Costello concerning the meeting held this past Saturday at Southwestern Illinois College about the deficiencies in our levees and the national remapping process.
Supervisor Ahle stated they we received a memorandum from TOI about the Senate Bill 1110. The Bill is provisions which provide an additional 39.7 million for township road district construction projects.
Supervisor Ahle stated that we received the Facility Use Agreement from Senior Services Plus for another four years. Rumors are that the center is to close up shop and Margo Alsups last day will be October 31st. 

Supervisor Ahle passed around a paper from Senior Well-Being Checks to see what everyone thought about it.
Supervisor Ahle stated that the Southwestern Illinois Planning Commission sent us a letter on potential grant funds.
