APPROVAL OF SUPERVISORS MINUTES 

Kenneth Joseph made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous Supervisor’s Meeting and seconded by Joseph Hubbard.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

SENIOR REPORT

Glenn Loyet reported the last Senior Committee Meeting was on July 23, 2008 in which they discussed the Sept. 11th dinner, the Oct. 30th dinner and the Dec. 4th dinner.  All tickets were sold for the Cardinal game although there were several people who did not attend because of the extreme heat. TRUSTEES REPORT

SUPERVISORS REPORT
Supervisor Ahle stated he received a letter from TOI for nominations for the Clerk’s Division William Ahrends Award. Loyet – aye, Hubbard – aye, Ahle – aye, Joseph – aye and Hursey abstained.  Motion Carried.
The November Conference will be November 9th thru November 12th.  Supervisor Gary Ahle made a motion to approve the funding for all Board members interested in attending and seconded by Glenn Loyet.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.
The St. Clair County Transit District will be at our building on August 21, 2008 from 11am – 1:30pm for seniors to obtain an identification card to ride for free.  A motion was made by Gary Ahle to approve the hall rental and waive the fees for the event and seconded by Glenn Loyet.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.
NEW BUSINESS
Supervisor Ahle stated in the upcoming meetings a resolution will need to be adopted to approve the salaries of all Board members.  This needs to be approved by November 19th which is at least 180 days prior to the election.  Supervisor Ahle stated the Supervisors position should remain the same as in previous years and the trustees agreed to leave theirs the same also.  This will be brought up again at another meeting when the entire Board is present.  The Board also requested a copy of the previous salary resolutions.
The O’Fallon Chamber is seeking sponsors for their Annual Golf Tournament.  Gary Hursey made a motion to approve $150 for a hole sponsorship and seconded by Glenn Loyet.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.
The YMCA has sent a pledge statement requesting a donation of $500.  Supervisor Ahle requested this donation to go before the Youth Committee to be researched.  Joseph Hubbard made a motion to table the request until further information is received and seconded by Glenn Loyet.  Motion Carried.
Supervisor Ahle stated he has been meeting with Jon Becker of Senior Services Plus who has informed him the Nutrition Center will be moving to the YMCA in September but the home delivery meals would still be ran from our facility.  Their reason for moving is they believe the program attendance for congregate meals will increase since the YMCA has a successful senior exercise program in the mornings.
