Following a discussion regarding the Highway Commissioner’s position salary, Trustee Kenneth Joseph made a motion to approve Resolution 08-08 which will become effective as the Highway Commissioner elected in the April 2009 election assumes their May 2009 office for the 2009-2013 term and seconded by Trustee Gary Hursey.  Roll Call.  4 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

Trustee Kenneth Joseph made a motion to approve Resolution 08-08 which will become effective as the Assessor elected in the April 2009 election assumes their January 2010 office for the 2010-2014 term and seconded by Trustee Joseph Hubbard.  Roll Call.  4 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

A request was received from the OTHS Cheerleaders for a donation to sponsor an event.  A motion was made by Supervisor Ahle to table the request and seconded by Trustee Hursey.  Roll Call.  4 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

Sgt. Robert Schmidtke, one of the O’Fallon Police Department’s Elder Service Officers, is requesting a donation to aid in a key lock box program they have created.  The program lends the use of a key lock box to remain on their door and in the event of an emergency the officers will be able to enter the residence without creating any damage to the property.  The cost is approximately $40.00 per box.  Trustee Kenneth Joseph made a motion to approve $120.00 (the cost of 3) to the program and seconded by Trustee Joseph Hubbard.  Roll Call.  4 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Supervisor Ahle stated a memorial had been made to the United Church of Christ in memory of Virginia Scheibel-Kraemer who had previously served as a Township Trustee.
The Quilter’s who meet here twice a week requested a donation of $1,000 be made to the Food Pantry from the funds they collect for the quilts they make.

In September a donation of $1,000 was made to the Food Pantry from the proceeds of the monthly rummage sales.  The workers at the Food Pantry have stated that there are more families being served than ever before so the funds are needed.

Supervisor Ahle stated the last day to register to vote is October 7, 2008 and the deadline for obtaining an absentee ballot is October 27, 2008.
NEW BUSINESS
Supervisor Ahle stated he has received a letter from Mark Kern, Chairman of St. Clair County Board, regarding the financial concern of maintaining the ambulance service from Medstar.  Following a conversation with Mayor Graham, who did not receive the letter, it was determined that the O’Fallon Township area is covered by the O’Fallon-Shiloh Ambulance service and would not be affected by Medstar.
The O’Fallon Chamber sent a Thank You note for sponsoring a hole at their Annual Golf Tournament.
