Received a request from SIMAPC requesting a donation, the Township receives a letter every year and tables it.  Gary Ahle made a motion to table the request and seconded by Glenn Loyet.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Gary Ahle stated we have received the first payment request from Kruep Construction, Inc. in the amount of $52,472.79 which is in the Town Fund folder.
NEW BUSINESS
The Township received a check from the Village of Shiloh TIF A in the amount of $1,583.54 and the Township Officials of Illinois Risk Management Association in the amount of $2,694.00 for the 2007 dividend.  Both amounts are shared with the Road District.
Gary Ahle stated he had been contacted by several seniors regarding the Township purchasing a defibrillator to keep in the Township Hall since there is a large amount of seniors which use the hall on a regular basis.  All the Trustees agreed to purchase a defibrillator which is included in the bills being presented for payment.  Glenn Loyet requested all employees be trained in using the unit.  A motion was made by Gary Hursey to approve this purchase and seconded by Gary Ahle.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.
A thank you card was mailed to Mary Stewart for the work she recently did in the flower bed.  Her contribution is greatly appreciated.
Gary Ahle reported the Food Pantry Addition is moving along smoothly and is almost complete.  Kruep has been great to work with.  Ahle encouraged the Board to take a look inside it to see the progress.

PUBLIC INPUT

There could be a possibility that the subdivided lots would have City water and sewers and the adjacent lots be on a well.  The Planning Commissioner will keep a closer eye on this to prevent this in the future.
Vern Boeckmann asked about the process on the budgets and if the public has a chance to voice their opinion.  The process was explained that there will be a public hearing before any budget can be approved and that they are always posted at least 30 days prior to the hearing.  The notices are always published in the local newspaper as required by law.  There was a brief discussion regarding the tentative (draft) budgets.  The Road District budget hearing will be on Wednesday, April 18, 2007 at 6:45 p.m. and the Township budget hearing will be on Wednesday, May 16, 2007 at 6:45 p.m.
