SUPERVISORS REPORT

Supervisor Gary Ahle read a letter he had received from Charles Suarez to inform us of the delayed real estate tax season. We will be notified if any other delay and the first distribution will be August 28th and the last one on December 4th. There are 8 distributions coming to the Township.

Supervisor Gary Ahle let everyone know of the new elected officials Seminar dates, which are June 27th in Bloomington at the Interstate Center, July 18th in Rockford at the Clock Tower Resort, August 1st in Fairview Heights at the Four Points Sheraton. Supervisor Gary Ahle read from the Public Meetings and Open Meetings Act the use proper of terminology is an important factor in the clarity of the minutes. All minutes are approved not accepted. Motions are to pass ordinances, not to adopt or approve them. The Supervisor approves ordinances by signing them. Expenditures are authorized. Voting is accomplished by voice vote or roll call vote. Kenneth Joseph stated that we are not too far off of that now.

We also received a letter from Bill Woods and the following expressed an interest in the position thru conversation with Supervisor Ahle:  Susan Wobbe, Lorraine Weaver, Gary Hursey, Jeff Bevirt and Leo Deimel (but only if we needed someone).  Supervisor Ahle stated we have until June 9th to appoint a replacement.   Glenn Loyet stated that Gary Hursey had talked to him and the reason he did not run was because of his business and now it has leveled off. Glenn Loyet stated that Gary Hursey has the experience. Kenneth Joseph stated that Bill Woods had picked up a petition to run for this position then he became ill, nothing against Gary Hursey but there are enough people in the Township that we shouldn’t have two family members on the same board. He feels there could be some public comments on it. Supervisor Gary Ahle stated that legally there is nothing against wrong with two family members on the board. He also said we have to look at not personality but the most experienced. Kenneth Joseph said with that the statement then Jeff Bevirt has been around the Township and knows a lot about it. Glenn Loyet agreed with that but Jeff did not talk to me at all about it. Supervisor Gary Ahle stated that what we decide is going to be 4 years worth.

Glenn Loyet made a motion to appoint Gary Hursey and seconded by James Hursey. Roll call: Loyet-aye, Ahle-aye, Joseph-no, not that he is not qualified but we don’t need two members of the same family and Hursey-aye. Motion carried.


 Supervisor Gary Ahle thanked everyone again for their attendance and their interest. He also stated that we would have to wait until the next meeting to assign. He asked Gary Hursey if it would be ok to be on Planning, Glenn to stay where he is with the Seniors, Kenneth to stay with the Youth Committee and James with After Prom. We will make it formal at the next meeting so it will be on the agenda.

Supervisor Gary Ahle brought to the table of the approval of appointment of Deputy Clerk. Supervisor Gary Ahle stated that TOI highly recommends that we have a Deputy Clerk. He asked Town Clerk David Witter who his favorite is and he responded with Debbie Allsup. Kenneth Joseph made a motion to approve the appointment of Debbie Allsup for the Deputy Clerk and seconded by James Hursey. Motion carried.
